The Visitors Center 
holds events, but no one in the host communities really benefits from 
them financially.    I realize that there are less than 400 people in the 
Town of Blenheim and that the Blenheim-Gilboa pump storage facility is 
there to benefit the larger portion of the state.  However, I believe 
that the host communities should receive some financial compensation for 
the loss of land (tax base) and the fact that if a private company 
operated the pump storage facility, there would be large financial 
compensation in the way of land taxes.
